God helps all of us. He hears all of our prayers. But He helps us and answers 

our prayers in different ways. Making mud from spit seemed like a funny way 

to heal somebody. But God helps solve each of our problems differently. 

Sometimes he might answer us right on the spot. Sometimes he might help 

us years afterwards. Lots of times he will help us in a better way than we 

could ever imagine!  

So let’s try to be like the blind man in the Gospel today. We trust God to help 

us in the way God knows best. Then we thank God when He does!
